Philippines Testimonies
Ps Jasmine and her husband Javier, a rice farmer, lead a beautiful village
congregation in the main island of the Philippines (Luzon Island), north of
Mindoro Island. We first met Jasmine in Cyprus, when she was a leader for
Filipino migrants. When Jasmine finally returned to the Philippines
permanently, she planted a thriving church in Mindoro. Later her husband
Javier was wonderfully born again, and now they lead together. 

In the recent Pastors Training, 230 came, and what a powerful, life changing 
day it was. Beginning with a session on “the fragrance of Christ” 
(2 Cor 2:14-15), we experienced a depth worship and revelation that was 
unforgettable. Moving through the six hours of ministry, we touched aspects 
of the commission to “equip the saints for works of ministry”.

Due to heavy rains in the south of Mindoro Island, we changed 
the ministry days in our church plants up in Luzon Island. Wow! 
Miracle upon miracle. Blind eyes opened, crippled bodies 
healed, deaf ears hearing, arthritis and stroke victims restored. 
In one meeting, almost every person was immediately healed. 
 I asked ten of the young adults to pray with me for the sick. 
Those same young people are now going to be discipled in 
active ministry.

Vanuatu & Philippines
Ps Steve and Helen Blake have over 40 years of ministry experience and 
have led Liberty People (Liberty for the Nations Inc. in NSW) for more 
than 30 years. Initially focused on Vanuatu and Eastern Europe, they 
expanded to the Philippines and other regions, sharing the gospel and aiding the poor globally,
including Europe, the Pacific, Asia, the Mediterranean, Middle East, and Africa. 

Their mission encompasses humanitarian aid, preaching, church planting, and empowering local
churches, with a passion for unreached people groups and the persecuted Church. In recent years,
God has moved powerfully in outreach and healing crusades across Asia, the Philippines, and the
Pacific. Steve and Helen are seeing a fresh move of God  with signs, wonders, and miracles as God 
pours out His Spirit to those in need.

Steve and Helen also continue their incredible ministry through the 
LifeChanger Christian College in Port Villa, church planting in 
Kiribati, and the ongoing earthquake relief in Vanuatu.

We have experienced a special grace over
our staff and students, with strong
commitments to Jesus, families coming to
Christ and committing to Christian Growth
classes.
Two mighty outreaches in Kiribati, saw
hundreds saved and baptised in the Holy
Spirit. We are seeing a revival spreading
through the Islands of Kiribati and further into
Nauru, with many new churches planted this
year. In 2020 when I first visited, Tarawa had
4 Pentecostal (AoG) Churches, and since our
crusade in May there are 14 AoG churches on
the Island. 
The Pacific Island nations and the Philippines
have been experiencing real moves of God. 
We praise God for special favour with
Presidents and Governors of these nations,
who are inviting us to “bring this revival” into
their nations.
Our many ministry trips last year culminated
in our incredible Carols by Candlelight in Port
Vila, Vanuatu, with over 15,000 in attendance
and a powerful salvation experience for all.

GOALS FOR 2024
Evangelism, leadership training, church planting and community programs in the Pacific
Islands and Mindoro Island are our primary goals.
Vanuatu, Kiribati and Nauru are experiencing a touch of Heaven, so we will continue
reaching the islands and training emerging leaders to move in the Spirit.
The island of Mindoro has a strong grass roots move of God. We will open our new Liberty
Christian Centre (mother church) in February, and from there we are planning to increase
our time in equipping emerging leaders. This is now the largest Evangelical/Pentecostal
movement in the Island of 1.5 million people.

We are so thankful and praise God for LifeSource church’s support
for us and our overseas ministries. In 2023, LifeSource very
generously supported our Turkey earthquake appeal, and our
Carols by Candlelight Gospel event in Port Vila. 
As well, every month you have continued to send generous
support for our own ministry expenses, and for our wonderful staff
in the early childhood school in Mindoro.
